Kuca ljudskih prava Zagreb, Documenta - centar za suoCavanje s proSloséu, Centar za mirovne studije i Gradanski odbor za ljudska
prava izrazavaju zabrinutost danasnjom presudom g. Zoranu Ercegu kojom je hrvatsko pravosude propustilo zastiti njegovo pravo na
slobodu izrazavanja i pravo na slobodu okupljanja. Naime, g. Erceg je nepravomoc¢no osuden na 15 dana zatvora uvjetno na 12
mjeseci te mu je izreCena zastitna mjera zabrane priblizavanja spomeniku Franji Tudmanu jer je svojom izjavom “Zlocincu ste digli
spomenik” krsio javni red i mir i izazvao “opce zgraZanje”.

PrekrSajni sud u Zagrebu je ovom nepravomoénom presudom u potpunosti ignorirao Europsku konvenciju za zastitu ljudskih prava
koja stiti pravo na slobodu izraZavanja i okupljanja gradana i gradanski ukljucujudi i izraZavanje kriti¢kih stavova koji su suprotni
mjestu okupljanja najvisih nositelja drzavnih duZnosti temeljna je norma slobodnog i pluralisti¢kog drustva. Europski sud za ljudska
prava jos je 70-tih godina standard zaStite prava na slobodu izraZavanja u demokratskom druStvu kojim se takoder §titi pravo na
izrazavanje ideja ili stavova koji se mogu smatrati ‘uvredljivima, Sokantnima ili uznemirujuéim za drzavu ili bilo koji dio pucanstva’.
Zbog toga organizacije za ljudska prava smatraju kako se ovom presudom ugroZavaju sami temelji demokratskog drustva.

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Human Rights House Zagreb, Documenta — Center for dealing with the past, Center for peace and Civic Committee for Human Rights
are expressing concern over today’s verdict to Mr. Zoran Erceg. With this verdict the Croatian judiciary failed to protect his right to
freedom of expression as well as his right to freedom of assembly. Mr Erceg was sentenced to 15 days of imprisonment with one year
of suspended sentence. Furthermore, he is forbidden to approach the monument to Franjo Tudman because of his statement: “You've
raised a monument to a criminal”, which, according to verdict, is considered a violation of the public order and peace and caused
"general outrage".

With this verdict, The Misdemeanor Court in Zagreb has completely ignored the European Convention for the Protection of Human
Rights, which protects the right to freedom of expression and assembly of citizens, including the expression of critical attitudes that
are contrary to current politics or dominant social beliefs. The free expression of critical opinion during the protest, held at the
gathering place of the senior state and government officials, is a fundamental norm of a free and pluralistic society. The European
Court of Human Rights has set the standard of protection of the right to freedom of expression in a democratic society back in the
seventies. This right also protects the right to express ideas or attitudes that can be considered "abusive, shocking or disturbing to the
state or any part of the population". Therefore, human rights organizations consider that today’s Court judgment is threatening the
very foundations of our democratic society.
