Dana 10. rujna 2012. godine odrzana je sjednica Vijec¢a Predsjednika Republike Hrvatske za socijalnu pravdu. Tematska sjednica
odrzana u Uredu Predsjednika, u srediste rasprave stavila je obespravljenost civilnih Zrtava rata.

Uvodno je Predsjednik Republike dr. Ivo Josipovic naglasio vaznost rasprave i pozitivnih politickih odluka spram
unapredenja poloZaja civilnih Zrtava rata, osobito onih koji se nalaze u nezavidnom poloZaju placanja sudskih/parni¢nih
troskova za tuzbe koje su podnesene uslijed zahtjeva za obeStec¢enje povodom ljudskih i materijalnih gubitaka koje su Zrtve
pretrpjele. Clanica Vijeca za socijalnu pravdu i programska koordinatorica Documente, Emina BuZinkié, predstavila je rezultate
istrazivanja potreba civilnih Zrtava rata kojih je prema procjenama bilo izmedu 4.000 i 8.000. U toj brojci nalazi se i 400 poginule i
1.044 ranjene djece. U velikom broju slucajeva Zrtve su dvostruko diskriminirane te obespravljene ¢injenicom svojih gubitaka, ali i
posljedicom nerijeSenih slu¢ajeva i naplate parni¢nih troSkova te viSegodi$njim ¢ekanjem priznanja patnje.

U ime civilnih Zrtava govorili su Marica Seatovié, supruga ubijenoga i predsjednica UdruZenja obitelji ubijenih, poginulih,
nestalih i nasilno odvedenih, Purda Gmaz, majka ubijene djevojcice i predsjednica Koordinacije hrvatskih civilnih
stradalnika Domovinskog rata Sisacko-moslavacke Zupanije te Jovica Brkié, Zrtva teroristickih napada i tajnik udruge
Pravda.

Eugen Jakov¢ié, medijski koordinator Documente predstavio je i medijsku kampanju Zrtve su predugo ¢ekale koji donose osam
teSkih slucajeva Ciji su protagonisti civilne Zrtve rata koje predugo ¢ekaju na priznanje svoje patnje; Daliborka Mikuli¢, Slavonski
Brod, Porde Gunjevié, Pakrac, KreSimir Ivanc¢i¢, Daruvar, Marica Kadi¢, Petrinja, Robert Kajusié, Zagreb, Vjera Solar, Sisak,
Zemina Jaro§, Osijek i anonimna P.Z. TV spotovi kao i internet stranica su znak solidarnosti s civilnim stradalnicima koji se i nakon
toliko godina od zavrSetka rata i dalje suocavaju s problemima i poniZenjima u ostvarivanju svojih prava.

Documentina voditeljica Vesna TerSeli€ iznijela je niz prijedloga i preporuka za priznanje patnje i obestecenje civilnih Zrtava rata.
Primarno su naglaseni otpis parni¢nih troskova i osiguranje naknade Stete po principu drustvene solidarnosti, izjednacenje prava
vojnih i civilnih invalida rata kao i uspostava fonda za rehabilitaciju, reintegraciju i reparacije.
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Presidential Council for Social Justice held a thematic session on civilian war victims on September 10 in the premises of the
Presidential Office.

At the opening, the Croatian President I.Josipovic has emphasized the importance of discussion and positive political decision towards
improving problematics of the civilian war victims. Member of the Council and Programme Coordinator of Documenta, Emina
BuZinki¢ presented the civilian victims needs assesment. Victims figures range from 4000 to 8000 killed, wounded and abused
persons and includes 400 killed and 1044 wounded children. Number of cases show double discrimination and marginalization of
civilian victims by the fact of their losses and latter non-prosecuted crimes, paying high expenses after damage compensation trials
and long waiting of the public acknowledgment of their suffering.

On behalf of the civilian war victims, the Council was addressed by Marica Seatovi¢, President of the Association of Killed,
Missing and Abducted Families, whose husband was killed, Purda Gmaz, mother of a killed daughter and president of the
Coordination of the Croatian Homeland War Civilian War Victims of the County of Sisacko-moslavacka and Jovica Brkié,
secretary of the association Pravda and a victim of a terrorist acts.



too long). Campaign presents personal stories of eight civilian victims of war who have been waiting for years for their suffering to be
recognized; Daliborka Mikuli¢ from Slavonski Brod, Porde Gunjevi¢ from Pakrac, KreSimir Ivanci¢ from Daruvar, Marica Kadi¢
from Petrinja, Robert Kajusi¢ from Zagreb, Vjera Solar from Sisak, Zemina Jaro$ from Osijek and anonymous P.Z.

The video clips and web site are a sign of solidarity with civilian victims who are facing difficulties and humiliation in realizing their
rights, even after so many years since the war has ended.

Documenta's Director Vesna TerSeli¢ addressed number of proposals and recommendations emphasizing importance of public
acknowledgement and reparation of all civilian war victims as well as urgent deduction of litigation costs for the victims and granting
social rights based on principles of social solidarity, equal social rights of military and civilian war invalids and establishment of the
Fund for rehabilitation, reintegration and reparations.
