U Rovinju je 1. kolovoza 2015. godine, s naglaskom na pruZanje pomo¢i Zrtvama mina i poticanje njihove efikasne rehabilitacije i
reintegracije u drustvo, obiljezZena peta godisnjica stupanja na snagu Konvencije o kazetnom streljivu u organizaciji udruge Mine Aid,
u suradnji s Centrom M.A.R.E., Zakladom "Hrvatska bez mina“ i Invalidskim odbojkaskim klubom "Zagreb" te Hrvatskim centrom
za razminiranje i Uredom za razminiranje Vlade RH, na kojoj su prisustvovali predstavnici Documente. U tu svrhu, Invalidski
odbojkaski klub "Zagreb", ¢iji ¢lanovi su ujedno osobe stradale od mina i kazetnog streljiva, odigrao je pokaznu utakmicu sjedeée
odbojke s ciljem promicanje pozitivne percepcije i vaznosti socijalne integracije stradalnika, odnosno osoba s invaliditetom opcenito.

U Centru M.A.R.E. odrZan je okrugli stol na temu: “Obveze, postignuca i utjecaj Konvencije o kazetnom streljivu” s ciljem podizanja
svijesti o problematici minskoeksplozivnih sredstava (MES-a) i neeksplodiranih ubojnih sredstava (NUS-a), obveza i povezanosti
Konvencije s drugim srodnim konvencijama. Predstavnici nevladinog i vladinog sektora zakljudili su kako je jo§ dosta izazova kada
su u pitanju potpuno razminiranje Hrvatske te puno ostvarenje svih ljudskih prava osoba s invaliditetom bez diskriminacije civilnih i
vojnih invalida, ili Zrtava kazetnog streljiva i onih koji su pretrpjeli ozljede ili su postali invalidi zbog drugih uzroka; a razlike u
tretmanu trebaju se temeljiti iskljucivo na medicinskim, rehabilitacijskim, psiholoskim ili socijalno-ekonomskim potrebama; shodno
odredbama Konvencije (¢l. 5. st. 2.). Jo§ jednom je istaknuto da i druge obveze iz Konvencije nisu izvrSene, jer Republika Hrvatska
ne posjeduje konzistentnu i azuriranu bazu podataka o osobama stradalim od mina i ostalih eksplozivnih ostataka Domovinskog rata.

Od 6. do 11. rujna 2015. u Dubrovniku ¢e se odrzati UN-ova Prva pregledna konferencija Konvencije o kazetnom streljivu, u
organizaciji Ured za razminiranje, tako ¢e zemlja koja ima problem zagadenosti minsko-eksplozivnim i ubojnim sredstvima biti
domacin medunarodne konferencije.

Prava civilnih Zrtava rata, u koje spadaju i Zrtve MES-a i NUS-a, u svezi s ratnim dogadajima (bombardiranje, eksplozija ratnog
materijala, zalutali metak i sl.) ili od eksplozije zaostalog ratnog materijala nakon zavrSetka ratnih operacija regulira Zakon o zastiti
vojnih i civilnih invalida rata, ¢ije izmjene su najavljene za jesen 2015. godine.
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The fifth anniversary of entering into force of the Convention on cluster munitions took place in Rovinj on 1th of August2015 with an
emphasize on providing assistance to mine victims and encouraging their effective rehabilitation and reintegration into the society. It
was organized by the Mine Aid in collaboration with MARE, the Foundation "Croatia without Mines", Disability Volleyball Club
"Zagreb", Croatian Mine Action Centre and the Government office for demining, which representatives of Documenta attended the
event. For this purpose Disability Volleyball Club "Zagreb", whose members are also persons injured by mines and cluster munitions,
played a demonstration match of sitting volleyball with the purpose of promoting positive perceptions and the importance of social
integration of victims and persons with disabilities in general.

In M.A.R.E. Center was held a round table on the topic: "Commitment, achievements and impact of the Convention on Cluster
Munitions" to raise the awareness on the issue of explosive ordnance disposal (EOD) and unexploded ordnance (UXO), obligations
and the connection of this Convention with other related conventions. Representatives of non-governmental and governmental sector
concluded that there is a lot of challenges left when it comes to complete demining of Croatia as well as the full realization of all
human rights for persons with disabilities, without discrimination of civil and war invalids, or cluster monition victims and those who
have suffered injuries or are disabled from other causes; differences in treatment should be based only on medical, rehabilitative,
psychological or socioeconomic needs; in accordance with the Convention (Art .5. p. 2). Once again it was pointed out that other
obligations under the Convention are not for filled as well because the Republic of Croatia does not have a consistent and updated
database of people affected by landmines and other explosive remnants of the war.

From 6 to 11 of September, 2015 in Dubrovnik will be held UN First Review Conference on the Convention on Cluster Munitions,



international conference.

The rights of civilian war victims, which include victims of EOD and UXO, in connection with the war events (bombing, explosion of
war materials, stray bullet, etc.) or explosions of remaining war materials after the completion of war operations, is regulated by Law
on Protection of Military and Civilian Homeland War Invalids, whose changes have been announced for autumn 2015.
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
