U GroZnjanu je ovaj tjedan odrZan trodnevni trening za izgradnju kapaciteta aktivistia/ica i volontera/ki nekoliko organizacija iz
sredi$nje i isto¢ne Hrvatske.

Documenta je svojim partnerima i drugim suradni¢kim organizacijama ovim treningom Zeljela omoguditi transfer znanja u
istrazivackim aktivnostima i zagovaranju javnih politika utemeljenih na rezultatima istraZivanja u aktivnostima promicanja i zaStite
ljudskih prava, posebice prava civilnih Zrtava te unapredenju demokratskih institucija i vladavine prava.

Na treningu je sudjelovalo ukupno 28 osoba iz Sest organizacija civilnog druStva iz Zagreba, Bjelovara, Pakraca, Osijeka, Poreca i
GrozZnjana.

Trening je odrZan u sklopu projekta "Zajedno za prava svih zrtava - osnaZivanje organizacija civilnog drustva za istraZivanje
Cinjenica i zagovaranje obestecenja" koji provodimo u partnerstvu s Miramida Centrom, Pravdom, Centrom za mir i Delfinom, a
financijski ga je podrzala Nacionalna zaklada za razvoj civilnog drustva.

Nasim zajedni¢kim aktivnostima Zelimo povecati informiranost javnosti o znacaju utvrdivanja ¢injenica i obestecenja svih civilnih
Zrtava rata kroz javna dogadanja u mjestima gdje djeluju organizacije partnerice, sudjelovanje u kampanji za obestecivanje svih Zrtava
rata te zajednickim radom na razvoju politika usmjerenih na obeSteéenja svih Zrtava rata. Vjerujemo da ¢e aktivnosti i rezultati
doprinijet razvoju ljudske sigurnosti, demokratskog drustva i vladavine prava u Republici Hrvatskoj.
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A three-day training for capacity building of several organizations from Central and Eastern Croatia and their activists and volunteers
was held in GrozZnjan, Istria.

Documenta is its collaborative partners and other organizations wanted the training to enable the transfer of knowledge in research
activities and advocacy of public policies based on the results of research activities to promote and protect human rights, particularly
the civilian casualties, and the improvement of democratic institutions and rule of law.

The training was attended by a total of 28 persons from six civil society organizations from Zagreb, Bjelovar, Pakrac, Osijek, Porec
and GroZnjan.

Training is held within the project "Together for the rights of all victims - the empowerment of civil society organizations to explore
the facts and advocating compensation" conducted in partnership with the Center Miramida, justice, the Centre for Peace and
dolphins, and it is financially supported by the National Foundation for Civil society.
